Summer Acts! Austin - a two week theatre festival providing the opportunity for Austin theatrical companies, directors, writers, and actors to showcase their literary, performance, and artistic work.

Application/ 1st payment deadline: May 4, 2012
Final payment deadline: June 1, 2012
Festival Provisions.
What you get:

Six performances during the festival

Theatre venue with general lighting, sound, masking, seating, concessions, and box office

Light board operator

Venue manager

Two hour tech rehearsal assigned by festival manager
Festival program with production information 

General festival publicity supporting your show and the event

100 % of the box office receipts

What you provide:

A performance-ready festival production

Completed application with fees paid

Rights secured and paid- if applicable

Festival Rules and Procedures.
Six performances per producing company.  Two hour maximum time each show - one hour and thirty minutes for show, fifteen minutes each to set and strike. Securing rights and payment for royalty plays is solely the responsibility of the producing organization.  Technical requirements may be put to a limit in order to serve the needs of all the shows.  Strike and set up is the responsibility of the group.  A secure storage area will be provided for items that may need to stay for the duration. Set storage space is limited. We can only provide a small area for set, prop and costume storage during the festival period.
City Theatre equipment.  We will provide basic lighting, sound, and drapery for the show including general nine area light plot, light board, cd, and cassette player.   Any special equipment will be the responsibility of the producing organization.  One special can be provided upon approval of the venue manager. Please provide that information on the application.
Expenses. City Theatre and Summer Acts! is not responsible for the specific show expenses.  We will provide general equipment and advertising for all the shows such as extension cords, general tools, website info, postering, postcards, and mail outs.  
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Requested materials.  In order to serve the needs of all participating, please get all requested materials in on time especially show publicity items.   Let us know if there is a deadline concern.  If materials are not provided, then we are not able to guarantee adequate publicity and service for all groups.  A charge will be imposed on deadline infractions. Please provide press materials by May 4 to allow time for media coverage.
Show times.  Each group or act will be scheduled six performances at various times over the length of the festival.  Shows will run Thursday - Sunday of week one and Monday - Sunday of week two.  Performances will be scheduled from 7 pm to 9 pm, Monday through Friday, from 12 pm to 10 pm Saturdays, and 12 pm to 10 pm Sundays.  All shows will be rotated between the prime-time and off -time days and times and we will be as balanced and fair to everyone.  Once the schedule is set, it will not be changed, so please provide any conflicts and we will do our best to work with them. 

Shows should not exceed 90 minutes including intermission. A warning will be given at that time and after five additional minutes, the show will be stopped.  Please provide an accurate time of the show on the application and at the tech. rehearsal.   

Technical rehearsal.  Each group will receive a two-hour technical rehearsal which will be scheduled by the venue manager Monday - Wednesday of the first week.  Technical rehearsals are provided at 6, 8, and 10 p.m. each evening with nine spots total.  Please be on time!  Your first 5 minutes will be needed by the venue manager for general items, location of items, etc.  If you need to come and look at the space before your technical rehearsal, please contact the venue manager to set up a time.  However, only one opportunity will be given per group.  You will probably not have the time to run your entire show. 
Make the most of your technical rehearsal, as it will go pretty quick.  Items you will need:



*show start and end cues



*all necessary equipment, set and prop pieces, costumes, etc. 



*a copy of your light cue sheet  


*proof of royalty if needed



*information on entrances and exits


*program inserts



*any general materials needed by the festival manager

On the application, please provide the day and time first/second/third choice for your technical rehearsal.
Seating.  City Theatre will provide maximum seating for the festival with occupancy up to 100.  The venue manager, and not the company, will determine the maximum capacity for each performance. 

As patrons may stand or be seated in the aisles, please let the festival manager know if those areas need to be cleared.  We can only begin seating when your scheduled time begins. We will seat the house during your set time or after you have set.  It is our suggestion to seat the house while you set to allow for maximum time. 

Festival Staff .  Summer Acts! will provide a light board operator, venue manager, and concessions staff.   We will do our utmost best that all lights cues will be done accurately, but not a guarantee if asked to handle additional tasks.  All shows must have the designated stage manager for each performance who will call all cues from the light booth and enough crew to handle the set and strike in the time period. Additional technicians or crew may be provided at $30.00 per show with advanced notice.

Concessions.  The festival has sole responsibility of any concessions sold during all performances.

Snacks, drinks, chips and other refreshments will be provided and may be taken into the theater.
No alcohol will be served.

Box Office.  You set your own ticket price (maximum $15) and receive all box office revenues.

You must provide your own box office personnel or we can provide someone for you at $20.00 per show.

The City Theatre can provide credit card services at $2 for each $20.00 total transaction.
